Constitution and By-Law Changes

Constitution
Change Article 3 – Membership, paragraph 2 To:  Each member team must pay annual dues of $275, Maintain a $115 forfeiture fee reserve balance with the League and pay $100 to fund the Region Tournament.  
By-Laws

Article 3. – Regulations
Change paragraph D. Player Questionnaires  

To - Player Questionnaires will not be considered by the League.  The only exceptions will be cases involving Player Eligibility when an individuals residence is in an area where there is not a MBA member team and this residence is outside the approved radius of any team in the MBA organization.  Player requesting eligibility to play in the League and Team Manager must be present to present their case.  Only Board Members from the League of the team requesting player eligibility will vote.

Article 4. – Game Rules

Change Paragraph E.2 

To – Teams are responsible for creating Line-up cards ( 4 copies ).
Add Paragraph E.4 Line-up Cards  

Failure to list a player will not cause a player to be penaltized from playing in the game.  However, the Umpire and the opposing team must be provide with the required line-up card information before the Player can enter the game.
Add to Paragraph J.  Baseballs    Fitagerald Fitz-Pro-Col  

Add Paragraph Q.  At the Umpire’s disgression, a player may be restricted to the bench and not subjected to the League ejection penalty that would cause the player from playing in the next League game ( High School rule).

Article 5. – Playing Fields
Delete Paragraph D. – No admission will be charged for League games.

Article 7. – Player Responsibilities

Change  Paragraph B. 

To - The penalty will be a one (1) League game suspension in addition to the game he was ejected from. the next League game will be the penalty game and the Player  must be in uniform and in the dugout for one game until the penality is served and he is eligible to play again (League and\or Play-off game).  For a Manager and Player/Manager, he can not be in the dugout when serving the penalty (League and\or Play-off game).   If  the game that a Player or Manager is ejected from is their teams last League or League Play-off game, the penalty will carry over to the first League game of the next season.
