By-Laws

A discussion was held concerning whether the penality for ejections from league games should be changed.

Motion by Rum River, Second by Forest Lake “To change Article 7. paragraph B. of the By-Laws to the following:

The penalty will be a one (1) League game suspension in addition to the game he was ejected from for the first ejection of the season.  The next League game will be the penalty game and the Player must be in uniform and in the dugout (League and\or Play-off game) ejected Manager’s must not be in uniform or in the dugout.  The second ejection will result in a three (3) League game suspension in addition to the game he was ejected from.  The penality games will start with the next League game after the ejection game and the Player must be in uniform and in the dugout  (League and\or Play-off game) ejected Manager’s must not be in uniform or in the dugout.  If a third ejection occurs during the season, the Playor or Manager is suspended from League and playoff games until the League Officers determine a penalty. 

If the game that a Player or Manager is ejected from is their teams last League or League Play-off game, the penalty will carry over to the first League game of the next season.
