· Missed Meeting Fines – Soderville still owes the League $60 for meetings missed in 2007.
· Unpaid Umpire Fees – Andover issued a check for Umpire fees that was bad.  The amount owed is $105 including a bad check fee.  It was suggested that Andover use its $100 Forfeit Reserve and pay the remaining $5 in cash.  MOTION by Rum River, SECOND by Coon Rapids “To allow Andover to use its Forfeit Reserve balance of $100 to pay unpaid Umpire fees with the stipulation that the $100 Forfeit Reserve be replenished at the 2009 Organization meeting.”
