Tournament Rules:

(1) NOTE - ISC II senior pitchers are only eligible to participate. If not sure of the eligibility, please
contact the tournament organizers.

(2) C.AS.A. rules will apply. Courtesy runner for the catcher is available after two outs.

(3) All players may be challenged by the tournament committee. If not sure on the eligibility of a player,
please contact us before the tournament. Any team caught with an "illegal" player will be disqualified from
the tournament and their fee will not be returned.

(4) Any team member or associate which initiates a fight at any time on tournament grounds will be ejected,
as well as their entire team. Their entry fee will not be returned.

(5) Games are to be seven innings in length, with a five-run mercy rule in effect at any point after 4 1/2 or 5-
innings. In the event of rain, four (4) innings will constitute a complete game.

(6) No new inning will start after 1 hour and 30 minutes from the first pitch, unless there is only a one run dif-
ferential, in which case the game will be played in its entirety. The international tiebreaker rule will be used
in all "extra" innings until a winner is determined, except for the championship game in each division. Games
that are tied after the 1 hr & 30 min. time limit will go directly to using the tiebreaker rule, regardless of the
number of total innings that have been played. Teams and umpires are expected to hustle at all times in
order to ensure that as many innings as possible are played.

(7) No infield practice prior to any game.

(8) The organizers of this tournament, the umpires or the South Perth Men’s Fastball League will not be held
liable for any injury incurred in or at this tournament.

(9) There will be a licensed beer gardens. Any team member caught consuming alcohol outside the licensed
area is subject to his team being disqualified. Local police will routinely patrol the area.
