OPENING DAY – SATURDAY March 20, 2010
Teams will meet in the EAST parking lot of Town Center no later than 7:30 a.m.  Each team is responsible for getting a truck and decorating it with signs, balloons, streamers, etc.  Hertz Rentals is a good place to start.  Team sponsor names should be prominently displayed.  Trucks should be lined up along the east fence of the parking lot (freeway side). The parade will begin promptly at 8:00 a.m.  The route will be the same as in previous years: down Tamalpais, right on Magnolia, turn around at the Left Bank and proceed to Joe Wagner.  Players will be dropped off in the lower parking lot of Marin Primary.

T-Ball and Farm teams should go directly to Gilardi and Kirby Fields, respectively.  Seniors/Juniors, Majors, Minors, and Rookie teams meet on Joe Wagner Field for the opening ceremonies at 9:00 a.m.
We ask that parents walk, bike or carpool to Joe Wagner and to please park away from the field, as we need to reserve parking for the parade trucks.  We encourage family and friends to line up along the parade route to show spirit and support, and then proceed to the field for the Opening Day Ceremonies.

It is your responsibility as a team parent to assign 1 parent for the first three innings and 1 for the last three innings to work in the snack bar during the games you are at Joe Wagner field.  They must arrive 30 to 45 minutes prior to the start of the game to set up, and they will need to stay to clean up for closing.  The team parent is responsible for making the snack bar schedule, distributing rules, opening & closing instructions and the approved workers list to all parents on the team.  Please email your schedule to Jane Shapiro A.S.A.P before opening day.  Do not drop them off at the snack bar as they get lost.  Jane will email the team parents the new approved worker list once it is finalized.  For 2010 we have 33 kids and will not be adding anyone else.
Skybox\Scoreboard Room (Minor & Major Teams Only)
For games at Joe Wagner field, it is the responsibility of the home team to assign one parent to sit in the skybox (it’s a great view of the game).  Kids are still allowed to announce the game but it is the responsibility of the parent to keep order up there.  No more than 2-3 kids should be in the skybox at any given time.  At the end of the game the parent is responsible for making sure that the skybox is left clean and all windows are locked.
