Items listed are things discussed at the meeting:

1. Mandatory Uniforms for all teams:

The teams should have matching uniforms.  If using school uniforms it needs to be approved by the President and Vice President.

2. 3/4 and 5/6 Rules to discuss:


a)  10 Foot defense rule.  Suggestions: Stay with 10 feet, 6 feet.  Defensive 3 second call.

5. Referees and AYBL Referees site on web page:

We at this time do pay for their course fees for the referees and 
that they are to referee 10 games to get the course paid for.


It was mentioned at the meeting that at the end of the seasons that we give the referees a thank you gift 
for their time to referee our games.  It was motioned was made by Mike Eaton, seconded by Shawn 
Savage and will all present in favor to accept this.

6. November 1st 5/6 Tournament.


There will be a tournament located at UMPI for November 1st.  This will be a good chance for the teams 
to use these games as a regular season games. 

7. Review Handbook Rules:
