     The normal gate, concession, and clean up assignments. Parents also need to be 

     Involved and supportive at the games. Try to make every effort to come and enjoy

     your child’s home and away games. Remember they are young only once.

Responsibilities

PLAYER RESPONSIBILITIES
  1.  Maintain a “C” average in all academic subject areas for game eligibility.

  2.  Be on time for all practices and games.  

  3.  Listen to instructions given and be respectful of the coaching staff.

  4.  Focus on and learn your responsibilities.

  5.  Teamwork means we conduct ourselves as a team on and off the court. Any 
       extreme and continued display of lack of teamwork will not be tolerated.

  6.  Run drills at game speed unless directed otherwise.

  7.  Be a leader by example.

  8.  Absolutely no swearing, criticizing a teammate or opponent, speaking rudely to 
       Officials, pouting about coaches decisions, or fighting.

  9.  Absolutely no drugs, drinking or tobacco.
 10.  Use time wisely.  (Killing time = murdering opportunities.)

 11.  Practice your best to play your best.

PARENT’S RESPONSIBILITIES 

  1.  Complete all forms as requested.

  2.  Sign and return liability waiver.

  3.  Ensure that player maintains a “C” average in all academic subject areas

       for game eligibility.

  3.  Meet financial obligations in a timely manner. Athletic fee is $150.00 per player,                        due Sept 10th, unless other arrangements are made with coordinator. Checks need         to be made payable to CSTHEA.

  4.  Be on time to both practices and games.

  5.  Pick up players on time after practices and games.

  6.  Look for ways to develop character in your child – help them to 

       grow spiritually, physically, mentally, and socially.

  7.  Look for ways to instill confidence in your child by helping them

      gain understanding and enjoyment of their sport.

  8.  Be a good communicator with the coach.

  9.  Maintain control of siblings who are not playing.  Keep them with you at 

       all times.  Do not allow them to wander freely around practice and game

       facilities

10.  Be willing to fulfill obligations in both concession stand and entrance table.

11.  Provide the right example in self-control and response toward the calls 

       made by referee’s, coaches, and  actions by other teams.

COMPLAINT POLICY

Our coaches, who are all volunteers, are vitally interested in your child’s development in character and as a basketball player.  They are open to communication that will assist them in this endeavor.  In order to help us in our efforts, we request that all complaints be addressed directly to the coach, not to other parents or players.

GENERAL GUIDELINES

It is necessary that parents and player realize we are developing competitive sports teams and NO amount of playing time is guaranteed for any player...

Coaches will do their best to see that everyone has playing time, however, that may not mean every player during every game.
Player Dress Code for All CSTHEA Basketball Functions

All players should exhibit modest, clean dress at all times.  Please follow the “spirit of law” here.  The point is to exhibit a Christ-like character in all that we say and do, including the area of dress.  The goal is to not draw unnecessary attention to ourselves and to promote unity and safety on a team sport.

No Jewelry at all
No Makeup (for boys)

No Visible Tattoos 

No Facial Hair

No Extreme hair coloring

No extreme hair styles (i.e., mohawks, shaved symbols, etc.)

Boys hair must be cut above the ears, off the collar, and above the eyebrows.     (no ponytails-for boys)

If guidelines are not followed to the satisfactory of this handbook, at the coaches discretion, student will not be eligible to play.
Player’s Dress:   

PRACTICE - sweats/shorts, t-shirt, basketball shoes (over the ankle and not street shoes)

GAME -Home Games - optional to arrive in uniform/team warm-ups or dress code.                 Away Games - NO OPTION.  Everyone must follow the dress code.

DRESS CODE:

 BOYS -long sleeved white oxford shirt, Khaki pants with belt (must be worn at the waist.), dress shoes/tennis shoes (no flip-flops)

GIRLS -White dress shirt (tops and bottoms must meet, stomach must be covered, no tank tops or spaghetti straps), Khaki pants or skirt (skirt must come to the knee)

All dress must be modest and not draw unnecessary attention to the player.

PARENTS

1.  Plan to have your player at the facility where the game is to be played at least 

     1 hour before the game is scheduled to begin.

2.  If your player is unable to attend a game, inform the coach ASAP.

3.  Each player’s family will be asked to help with all gym needs.  Gate,             concessions, and clean up.

4.  Each player’s family will be asked to help provide cleaning supplies, paper                  products, and other necessary items as needed.    

5.  Keep other children with you at all times.  Please do not allow them to

     wander. It is a privilege to use our facility and we want to keep it secure.
