SOUTH CAROLINA BASKETBALL COACHES

CONSTITUTION

AMENDED: September 26, 2007
Article I – Purpose

Section 1.
The purpose of this organization shall be:

A. To develop greater unity and fellowship among all members.

B. To foster a closer working relationship with the South Carolina Athletic Coaches Association  (SCACA).

C. To promote higher standards of professional proficiency and ethics.

Article II – General

Section 1.
This organization shall be known as the South Carolina Basketball Coaches Association  (SCBCA).

Section 2.
The business year shall be September 1st to August 31st.

Article III – Membership

Section 1.
There shall be two classes of membership.  The classes shall be active and associate.

Section 2.
Active members shall be restricted to SCACA members, currently coaching junior high school, or secondary school basketball in the state of South Carolina.

Section 3.
Associate membership will be available to college level coaches and former basketball coaches.

Section 4.
All members shall have privilege of attending regular functions of the SCBCA and participating in the discussions at the business meetings on an equal basis.  The following privileges shall be reserved for only active members:

A. Holding a SCBCA office on an elective basis or on the Board of Directors.

B. Voting on items concerning the SCBCA.

Section 5.
The Board of Directors shall determine membership dues.  The same dues will be charged for the active and associate members.  The dues may be adjusted by a two-thirds vote of the Board of Directors and approval by the SCACA board of directors.  Any change in membership dues would take effect at the beginning of the new business year.

Article IV – Association of Officers

Section 1.
Elected officers of the Association shall serve for a TWO-year term (Amended Sept. 26, 2007) starting with the first day of September.  They shall serve without pay and may not serve two consecutive terms in the same office.  (Exceptions:  Secretary-Treasurer - see description of duties.)

Section 2.
Elective positions shall be President, 1st Vice President, and 2nd Vice President.

Section 3.
The President at the business meeting held at the SCACA clinic in July shall conduct elections.

Section 4.
The First Vice-President shall become President at the end of the term of office of the selected president.  The Second Vice-President moves into the office of First Vice-President upon its vacancy.  Their terms of offices shall be for TWO years (Amended Sept. 26, 2007).  The election committee shall nominate the second Vice-President.  One year he shall come from the representatives of the lower state and in the successive year he shall come from the representatives of the upper state.

Section 5.
The Past President shall be an official member of the board for two years (Amended Sept. 26, 2007) .

Section 6.
 The president with approval of the Directors shall choose the position of Secretary-Treasurer.

Section 7.
A nominating committee will consist of the President and three other board members who are appointed by the President.  The President will chair this committee.  A slate shall be presented listing one candidate for each of the three elective offices.

Section 8.
When a vacancy occurs during a term of office, a candidate selected by the president with approval by a two-third vote of the Board of Directors shall fill the vacancy.  Approval may be obtained by mail if so desired by the president.

Section 9.
The President shall preside at all SCBCA meetings.

A. The president shall have the power to act with the approval of the Board of Directors in matters pertaining to the association when the situation is not covered in the Constitution or by-laws.

B. The President shall conduct all meetings of the SCBCA, including the Board of Directors meetings.  He/she may enter into discussions at all meetings but is not empowered to vote on any issue, except to break ties.

1. Conduct all meetings.

2. Appoint committees or administrative assistants whenever he/she feels it is necessary to properly conduct the affairs of the Association.  The above-mentioned personnel must be currently, or have been in the past, involved in coaching basketball at any level.

Section 10.
In the absence or inability of the President to perform his/her duties, the 1st Vice President shall perform the duties normally assumed by the President.  Subsequently, in the absence or inability of the 1st Vice President to perform his/her duties, the 2nd vice president shall assume the duties normally assumed by the President.

Section 11.
The Secretary/Treasurer shall keep minutes of business meeting, including the board of directors meetings.  He/she shall surrender the records, complete and up to date, to the newly elected Secretary/Treasurer before the 1st business meeting of the new year.

A. Maintain a current list of all members.

B. Collect dues, place these in the SCBCA bank account, keep accurate record of all funds, and report to the board at each meeting.

C. Notify board members of all board of directors meetings.  Mail an October newsletter to all girls and boys varsity basketball coaches in the state.  It should encourage membership and report the highlights of the September board of directors meeting.   Minutes of all board meetings, excluding September, should be mailed to all SCBCA members.  Collect nominations for the All State teams from each region’s representatives.  All State nominations will be separated by classification and turned over to the appropriate committee at the selection meeting.

D. Have charge of all printing and publications of the SCBCA.  May purchase, in the name of the SCBCA, all necessary clerical supplies for proper functioning of the association.  The secretary/treasurer shall be paid $250.  This may be adjusted by a Two-thirds vote of the Board of Directors.

Article V – Board of Directors

Section 1.
The Board of Directors shall be composed of one member from each classification in the Lower and Upper state.  Four members shall be elected in the Lower state and four in the Upper state to represent the boys and girls.

Section 2.
The nominating committee (Article IV, Section 4) will present one candidate for each of the open Board of Directors positions. Additional nominations may be made from the floor; and if this is so done, the President, Vice Presidents and Secretary shall count the votes.  If no nominations are made from the floor, the elections may be approved by acclamation.

Section 3.
The terms of office for the Board of Directors shall be two years and they may not succeed themselves in the same office. The method of rotation will be as follows: 1A and 3A will be elected on odd years, and 2A and 4A will be elected on even years.

Note: the Board of Directors will replace any member of the board who misses two meetings without valid reason.

Section 4.
Vacancies shall be filled by a nomination from the remaining directors and ratification by two-thirds vote of the board of directors present.

Section 5.
In order to conduct business, a majority of the board of directors must be present.

Section 6.
The president shall serve as chairman of the board of directors meetings.  The 1st vice president shall be chairman in the absence of the President.

Section 7.
A general meeting of the SCBCA shall be held in July during the annual SCACA clinic.  Board of Directors meetings shall be held during the following months: September, October, November, January and February.


The meeting in November shall be the same date as the Annual Press Luncheon.  An additional meeting if needed should be held during the All-star games weekend.

Article VI – Amendment
Section 1.
The Board of Directors may amend the Constitution and by-laws by a two-thirds vote of the Board of Directors present.

By Laws

Article I – Social Functions

Section 1.
The South Carolina Basketball Coaches Association shall strive to uphold the prestige of the profession and to provide leadership for its members.  Meetings, banquets, and clinics will be conducted with these ideas in mind.  Entertainment shall be of the highest level and no alcoholic beverages shall be served at the SCBCA functions.

Section 2.
The Association shall sponsor and or organize an annual fall  or spring clinic for basketball coaches in South Carolina.
