Attendance/Tardy Policy

As a member of a team it is extremely important that there is a high level of commitment by the individual players. Every basketball player in the program is important to the overall success. When players are absent or tardy, it hurts the team and the program. This policy is therefore put in place for the basketball season:

Excused Tardies- Players are allowed 2 excused tardies during the season for situations that may occur. For example, a dentist appointment that runs late or finishing a test. When this happens the coaching staff needs to be notified by the player before the practice, game or meeting. Having to do chores at home, getting a hair cut, or having a argument with a boyfriend are not acceptable reasons for being late. More then 2 excused tardies during the season will affect playing time and or team level. Being more than 30 minutes late is no longer considered a tardy and is now an unexcused absence. 

Unexcused Tardies- A tardy is when you arrive at the gym, classroom, commons or anywhere else that we may be meeting after the scheduled time. At 30 minutes after the scheduled start time it is considered an absence. Example: Warm-ups begin at 4:40. If a player arrives at 5:11 it is considered an unexcused absence. 

Consequences for Unexcused Tardies:

1st Tardy- Verbal warning and 1 “Sweet Sixteen”. May effect playing time or team level.

2nd Tardy- Verbal warning and 2 “Sweet Sixteen’s”. May effect playing time or team level.

3rd Tardy- Counted as an unexcused absence and 3 “Sweet Sixteen’s”.

Further tardies will result in a repeat of the cycle. 

Excused Absences

The only acceptable reasons for excused absences are for illness or family emergency. The coach must be notified before the practice, game or meeting. The player then needs to bring a written excuse, signed by a parent and stating the reason for the absence. If absences become a problem the coaching staff may reduce playing time, place the player on another team level or even remove from the team.

Unexcused Absences

An absence is considered unexcused when a player comes more than 30 minutes late to the start of a team function, does not come at all or does not follow procedures listed above to have the practice excused by informing coaches. Some examples of unexcused absences are taking a personal vacation, visiting relatives or attending other extracurricular or voluntary activities. Injured players are not excused from team functions. 

Consequences for Unexcused Absences: 

1st absence- Suspended for the next game

2nd absence- Suspended for the next game

3rd absence- Coaches discretion on whether to suspend player or remove player from team

4th absence- Automatic suspension and coaches discretion on whether to remove from team
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
