In 1975 the Armandale Corporation became the major
sponsor of the Canadian Junior Championship. The
trophy was presented for the first time in Hamilton,
Ontario on November 16 when the Regina Rams
defeated the Hamilton Hurricanes. The Armandale
Cup was retired after the 1989 Canadian junior
championship game played in Calgary on November
12. The Calgary Colts defeated the Burlington Junior
Tigers on that day. The Armandale trophy was given
to the Saskatchewan Hall of Fame by the Armandale

Corporation.
