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ALASKA GIRLS’ AND WOMEN’S TEAMS GUIDELINES

Recreational:  Local Member Association teams comprised of players registered with USA Hockey and ASHA with emphasis on player progression from basic individual skills to team skill development. The program should foster fun, development and team values.  The teams shall be comprised of players with basic individual skills in a reasonably priced program.
Girls/ Women’s National Bound Teams -  The development of players within local Member Associations who have the desire and ability for a more competitive experience where winning and sportsmanship is stressed and travel for competition is moderately priced. Team objectives include (when applicable) local league, State and Pacific District Championships. A high level program where teams compete towards a National championship and whereby a Member Association may recruit and solicit for registered players. The program should foster fun, development, team values and a sense of fair play.

ASHA GIRLS’/WOMEN’S TEAMS 

1.   The Girls’/Women’s Committee is responsible for recommending rules that define and regulate Girls’/Women’s hockey teams in the State of Alaska. Unless noted otherwise, the provisions of this Section shall be the Rules that govern Girls/Women’s ice hockey teams. 

2.   All Girls’/Women’s Players and Teams shall conform to the provisions of Section V ASHA registration procedures of the Alaska Affiliate Guidebook. 

3. Team Contacts
 By October 1 of each season, all teams must submit contact information, including name, address, telephone number, fax number for the coaches and manager of each team to the Vice President of the Girls’/Women’s Committee. Failure to submit required information by this deadline may result in disqualification of the team from post-season participation. 

4. ASHA Dual Participation for Girls’/Women’s Teams 

Dual participation is allowed by ASHA for all girls’/women’s players wishing to play men’s adult/senior, college and youth divisions Tier I or below.  
5. Girls’/Women’s Divisions are as follows: 

a. Girls’ National Bound 12U, 14U, 16U, & 19U 

1) National Bound
a) A player can only play on one Girls’/women’s team competing for a District and/or National Championship. 

b) Girls 12U, 14U, 16U, and 19U National bound teams shall schedule and play 1 home and 1 away game with each team in its division.

c) No player rostered on a team going to a District or National tournament may play on another team in a State tournament in the same hockey season.

d) No female player in the 12U through 19U division may be rostered on more than one girls’ team leading to a National Tournament.

e) Any girl rostered on a youth Tier I or Tier II (Nationally bound) team and a Girls’ National Bound  team must declare in writing which team she is declaring to go to the National Tournament. That player is ineligible to participate with the non-declared team once the “playoff” season begins e.g. local, state or District qualifying tournament (whichever comes first).

f) Girls/Women competitive teams must complete 10 games per player and play a minimum of 14 games per team.

g) No changes to rosters are allowed for Girls/Women’s competitive teams (12U and higher) that are planning to participate in District or National Tournaments after December 31st.

b. Girls’ Non National Bound 8U, 10U, 12U, 14U, 16U, & 19U

1) Non National Bound

a) A girl can play on both a youth and girls’ house team if the association allows it; however, she can only play in one state tournament.

b) No player, at any level, may play on more than one team at a State Tournament in any one hockey season.  

c) Girls/Women Non National Bound teams must complete 8 games per player and play a minimum of 10 games per team.

c. Women’s Adult A, B, and C (18 & over) per USA Hockey.  See USA Hockey Guidebook for rules and regulation regarding women. 

6. Ages shall be determined as of January 1 preceding the start of the season.

a. A player may play in an older age classification without the consent of the ASHA Girls’/Women’s committee.  Playing up will be allowed at the club’s discretion in order to provide an opportunity to develop more girls; teams in the State.

7. If playoffs are required to determine which teams may participate in the Pacific District playoffs, the Girls’/Women’s Committee shall meet and determine the rules and procedures for such playoffs and the Girls’/Women’s VP will notify all competing teams in writings.
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
