BOARD OF DIRECTORS

MEETING MINUTES

5/19/2009

Meeting was called to order by President Matt Evans at 6:45 p.m.

Board Members Present:  A. Labelle, D. Saurer, M. Evans, S. Cowan, J. Hamblen and T. Baca constituting a quorum.

Not present were:  D. Hallberg & B. Kuche.  M. Evans indicated that he had proxies from the both of them.  

League Officials present were:  W. Birecki – Registrar & K. Curtin – ACE Coordinator.  Not present were Equipment Manager(s).
A motion was made by T. Baca and seconded by D. Saurer to approve agenda.  Motion passed unanimously.

Minutes of 4/26/2009 meeting were distributed and reviewed.  A motion was made by S. Cowan and seconded by D. Saurer to accept said minutes as correct.  Motion passed unanimously.

Reports:

Treasurer:  General Budget and Travel budgets were presented.  Samantha suggested using Summer Program proceeds to offset travel costs.

Taxes and books will be closed 6/1/2009 with Accountant.  Extension has been filed as has been the case in previous years.

New Jerseys are ordered – 12 week delivery time anticipated.

The $25K CD is set to expire on 6/12/2009.  Matt will look at various institutions for best interest rates for re-investment or possibly keep in a high yield business savings account without long term obligation.  Matt to report back at the next Board meeting.
Discussion was held on who should be signatory on FYHA checking account.  By-laws state Treasurer or Secretary must sign checks.  President has been signatory in recent past.

Registrar:  Some kids who have made travel teams have not yet registered.

Travel registrations are as follows:

17 – Bantam

14 – Mites and 5 transitional players

10 – Peewee Blue

15 – Peewee Red

16 Squirts and 4 transitional players

Discussion was held regarding rostering all players with Sonoran League at Season on-set.

Also discussed was for the Registrar to set up firm cut-off date for fall House registrations.  No late or pro-rated registrations.

Summer league registrations are as follows:

21 - Mites & Mini-Mites

20 – Peewee & Squirts non-checking

31 – Peewee checking

ACE Coordinator – Kyle wants to do a Level II Coaching Clinic in the fall plus another Level I.  Tony & Samantha offered conference room facilitates for classes.  Master Scheduler will arrange for Ice Time for classes in conjunction with Kyle. 

Fund Raising – report was read as provided by Jim Labelle.  

Old Business – New travel Jerseys ordered – 12 weeks fore delivery of same as well as socks.

A motion was made by Matt and seconded by Samantha to sell old travel jerseys to players/parents for $25 for the dark jerseys and $5 for the white jerseys.

USA Skills item tabled until next meeting.

Kyle mentioned that the Board needs to elect representative to State Board.  We could be 2 seats now based upon our larger number of player participants.

New Business:  

Travel scholarships were reviewed.  Board approved full scholarship application of Jake Zyski.  Oliver & Elick Boerst were approved by Board at 50%.   3 Haughey family applications were reviewed with Board approving 2 full scholarships out of the 3 requested.  No names were attached to the 2 approved.  This leaves one full scholarship available for the Travel teams.  No House scholarships were presented, but were reserved for the fall registration period.

Matt will contact families with Board’s decisions.

KOM- FYHA participants for the 2010 tourney will be Peewee Red, Peewee Blue and Bantams.  FYHA participation will then rotate amongst all levels in following years to ensure equal opportunity to participate.  2011 would be for Mites and Squirts.  Discussion was also held in that with the Peewees and Bantams there would be no skills competition freeing up ice time and the possibility of getting another team to register.  Skills competition would be in place for the Mites and Squirts. 
This was done on a motion by M. Evans and seconded by T. Baca.  Motion was passed with A. Labelle dissenting.

Discussion was held on needing to recruit a dedicated individual as KOM Director.   

Tony to try to find a House Commissioner once house registrations are completed in August.

Andrea indicated that this was her last year as Webmaster and Master Scheduler.  She is trying to recruit for one or both of these positions. 

Item #3 from agenda was tabled until next meeting.

Board approved that future Board meetings will be held on the 2nd Tuesday of each month at 6:30 p.m. at the Jay Lively Activity Center.

Discussion was held regarding forming a committee to re-visit current by-laws, review and suggest changes as appropriate for Board review.  Matt, Dale and Tony will meet during the summer to start this project.

Discussion was held on how to make certain decisions or present to Board in-between regular meetings.  President will email each member when needed with information and request for reply.

Timelines were discussed for 2009/2010.  A motion was made by Matt and seconded by Andrea stating Board’s position that 1.  No pro-ration of fees for late registrations.  2.  If a participant has not paid, they will not be allowed on the ice.

Motion passed without dissent.  This would apply to any camps/seasons/events.
