BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING
8/24/09
Meeting called to order at 6:30 PM.
Directors in attendance: Andrea LaBelle, Dale Hallberg, Tony Baca, Matt Evans, Jeff Hamblen, Dave Sauer, and Kyle Curtin. Absent: Bill Kuche, Samantha Cowen. Others in attendance:Mark Walsh (referees), Maria Sauer(appointed registrar-to-be).
After items 7, 8 and 9 were added to the agenda by Matt, agenda was approved unanimously (motion - Dave, 2nd- Tony)
Minutes of last meeting approved (Dale, Matt)
Prior to hearing reports, Mr. Mark Walsh was given the opportunity to speak on behalf of the association's referees (New Business, item 2 - Referee Fee Schedule). Mark presented the Arizona Referee's Association fees, applicable to all youth hockey games in the state. Mark noted that the rates have not gone up in 15 years save for a little increase for administration costs. Mike Matea was presented as the Flagstaff liason and scheduler for the referees. It was noted that the number of Flagstaff officials is limited. Travel fees and overnight accomodation fees will apply to Valley officials making the trip up to Flagstaff. It was noted that the new rule changes for maximum glove, blocker and leg pad sizes go into effect this year. All associations are urged to check their players' equipment. With a clarification needed as to what constitiutes "Early/late" fees, the fees were approved unanimously (Matt, Andrea).
REPORTS

1.  TREASURER: Treasurer was absent - no report. The Board is expecting a spread sheet on the Association's 


finances by Wednesday of this week.

2.  REGISTRAR:  There are 37 House sign-ups so far, mostly Mites (23), with Squirts (8), Pee Wees (5) and 1 


Bantam. We need to get flyers out into the schools as well as receive completed volunteer forms 



from those helping the Association.

3.  DIRECTOR OF COACHES: Kyle noted that Mark Winone and John VanLandingham have agreed to help with 


House Mites to help get them off the ground. Glenn Austin has agreed to help with Travel Mites as well as 


the Pee Wee Blue. Taylor Nelson to help with PW Red but needs to increase his level of certification as well 

as his coaches screening. Kip Holmes (Bantam) needs his Level III certification and screening.


No coaching clinics have been scheduled here in Flagstaff but attempts are being made at getting the Level I 

clinic and trying to put together a Level II as needed. Tony felt that would be very beneficial for the amount of 

coaches needing to move to that level here in FYHA. 


House coaches are in need and parents are to be encouraged to participate. 

4.  MASTER SCHEDULER/WEBMASTER: No Report

5.  FUND RAISING: Invoices for banners are being requested and checks are still coming in.

6. EQUIPMENT MANAGER: No report.
NEW BUSINESS

1.  HOUSE PROGRAM: While Coaches are being pursued, Carlina Newdigate (sp?) and Lisa Smith have expressed 

interest in being House Commissioner. 


The Head Coach/Supervisor (formerly John VanLandingham) will need to be replaced. John to be asked for a 

brief description of his duties.


Equipment Return: There is still unreturned equipment out there while others are requesting their checks 


back. Matt ot check with Robyn and Sam to see if where those records are being kept.

2.  REFEREES : Previously discussed.

3.  COYOTE 1ST PROGRAM: To be at Marshall Elementary this Wednesday. On Saturday, ice time is 4:15-5:45 


PM with FYHA donating the ice and COF donating the skate rental.

4. COVERING/SPLITTING COSTS OF COACHES CLINICS FOR COACH VOLUNTEERS: It was noted that last 
year's Level 1 coaches that proved a "significant presence" were returned the $30 registration fee at the end of the 
year, and those with no children in the program were reimbursed for their travel expenses. 

5.  COACHING CLINIC SCHEDULING: Kyle suggested we put Jim Rogers up for the night if he comes up to do a 


coaching clinic. It was generally accepted that that was a reasonable request. 

6.  SONORAN SCHEDULE: Scheduling was being done such that Flagstaff teams will be traveling on same 


weekends to help with travel expenses and conveniences.  

7.  HOUSE AGE LIMITS: The Board voted to limit the age to 14 for Senior House. That age will have to be translated 

into a birth year. 

8. WEB SITE PICTURES: Players that want to have their pictures on the website MUST have a signed parental 


release. Whether teams will have pictures is to be determined by each team's managers and coaches.

9. TREASURER'S RESIGNATION: Samantha's resignation was accepted by the Board. The idea of soliciting a 


bookkeeper to help manage the day to day financial records of the Association was discussed, as well as 


possibly having to make this a paid position in order to find someone with qualifications and committment. 


The Board is to look into a new treasurer and/or bookkeeper.
Meeting was adjourned at 8:45 PM (Dale, Dave) with the next Board Meeting scheduled for Monday, September 21st, 6:30 PM.
