It is extremely important that all TBL Members understand the Bingo program.  It has a major impact on our financial operations and affects EVERY member of the club, regardless of whether YOU WORK BINGO OR NOT.
HOW DOES BINGO AFFECT OUR CLUB?

Bingo serves as a fundraiser for the club every Monday night.  As such, the income that is generated from Bingo operations directly impacts the general financial operations of the club, and thus strengthens our financial position.  

Every Member benefits from this additional income because the Basic Ice Fees that are charged to play hockey for TBL are lower (on average $150.00/year) than what they would be without the Bingo revenue.  It is very important that Bingo continues to be a viable fundraiser in order to hold our ice fees at the lowest possible level.

HOW DOES BINGO BENEFIT WORKERS?
Bingo Credits are earned by members for working the bingo fundraiser.  Bingo workers are issued 9 bingo credits per hour for working this fundraiser.  On an average night bingo workers earn 40 bingo credits, and each of these credits can be used to reduce your basic ice fees by $1.00.  These credits are only credits for TBL basic ice fees and have no cash value.  Members can earn bingo credits until May 31st each year, and these credits can be applied towards their fall basic ice fees.  Bingo credits earned after May 31st will be available to be used the following season. 
HOW CAN I PARTICIPATE?

Volunteering to work bingo has always been completely optional.  However, in the future it may be necessary to require Members to work a certain number of Bingos in order to be assured that the program continues to be staffed by an appropriate number of volunteers, because historically it has been difficult to get enough volunteers to work the summer months.

HOW DOES IT WORK?

Bingo is held every Monday night at the Granite City Knights of Columbus Hall from 5:30pm to 10:00pm (not everyone is expected to be there the entire time, credits are awarded for the amount of time each person works).  Approximately 11 volunteers are needed to staff each Bingo session.  Volunteers should sign up in advance (signup sheets are available one week at a time at the KC Hall each Monday).  In the fall of 2009, we will start on-line signups for workers, you must email tblhockey@sbcglobal.net  to get access to the on-line signup.  The primary responsibility of these volunteers is to assist people who are playing Bingo.  In addition to regular workers, several Bingo Captains are responsible for managing the operations, and Bingo Callers call the Bingo numbers out to the Bingo players.

IMPORTANT – NEW INFORMATION!

In an attempt to get more volunteers on holidays, the Board has approved the following changes:

For Holidays, bingo credits are doubled.  This only includes New Years Eve, New Years Day, Memorial Day,
4th of July, Labor Day, Christmas Eve and Christmas Day.

In order to keep Bingo fully staffed, a viable fundraiser that reduces everyone’s fees, and a fair system where the most people can participate/benefit, the following rules will be followed and enforced.

1) If you are unable to work the time you committed to, 24-hour notice by phone to a Bingo Captain is mandatory so they can find a replacement. We understand emergency situations are unavoidable, but we depend on you and you still must call.

2) We can only allow you to work 2 Bingo’s per month per registered skater.

3) No-Call, No-Show & any conduct detrimental to the success of the Bingo program: 
1st offense; Bingo Captain will discuss the situation with you and remind you of our policy.
2nd offense; Bingo Captain will discuss the situation with you, supply you with a hard copy of our policy which you will sign and return, and will inform you of possible future disciplinary action if it happens again.
3rd offense; Bingo Captain will present the situation to the Board of Directors who will determine and invoke disciplinary action with possible suspension from Bingo for up to 1 year.
