Organization coaches will be required to schedule games using the Scheduling system. Each
coach must have an user id and password to schedule games. Coaches should contact their
clubs registrar to obtain a user id and password. This must be done prior to the Missouri
Hockey Youth Division game scheduling time frame.

All Missouri Hockey Youth Division Travel and GRHL teams must be use the scheduling
system to schedule all league games. Practice or tournament games are not scheduled using
the scheduling system. Central States teams do not use the Missouri Hockey Youth Division
scheduling system.

Club Registrars will set up their organizations teams, enter coach information, enter team
manager information and assign coaches and managers to each team in the Scheduling
system. All teams must be set up and coaches and managers assigned before a team or coach
can use the Scheduling system to schedule league games

The home team will schedule all games by entering the required information. This has not
changed from the paper based system when the home team completed the scheduling form. .
If a home game will be played at another clubs rink, you are still the home team and must
enter the game. Home is the home team regardless of what rink you play at.

The number of games to be scheduled by division can be found by selecting the # League of
Games Report link from the main page.

Contact information for team coaches and managers in your division can be found by
selecting the Division Contact Report link from the main page.

When can the home team coach or manger schedule a game or modify a scheduled game?

1. During the game scheduling period only.
Games can not be modified prior to the game scheduling start date and after the game
scheduling end date. See the Missouri Hockey Youth Division web site,
www.mohockeyyd.org, Important Dates link for the game scheduling period. Contact
the Missouri Hockey Youth Division Scheduling Site Manger at
scheduling@mohockeyyd.org for game scheduling questions.

2. Prior to the schedule being finalized.
Once the home team finalizes their schedule, games can not be modified by the coach
or manager. Missouri Hockey can modify with the appropriate approval and game
rescheduling form. It is strongly recommended that schedules not be finalized until
late in the scheduling period dates.
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Canceling a Game

Games may only be cancelled by the appropriate commissioner. Coaches can not agree to cancel a
game unless provided by in the rules. Games cancellations not approved by the appropriate
commissioner will be subject to a financial fee assessment plus the rescheduling fee.

Games that have to be canceled in accordance with Section C, Item 5 — Game Cancellations of the
“MAIHA Rules and Regulations Guide” due to weather or rink conditions, do not incur the $100
rescheduling fee.

SECTION C. ADDITIONAL MAIHA - YD RULES

5. GAME CANCELLATIONS

Regular League games may only be canceled for the following reasons:
a) When rink facilities become unavailable through breakdown of ice-making
equipment, power failures, weather (warm weather or rain, in the case of outdoor rinks), etc.

b) Hazardous driving conditions, as determined by mutual agreement between coaches of the
involved teams, or (in case of disagreement), in the opinion of the Commissioner. Bad weather or
cold temperatures per se, are not a valid reason for cancellation of a scheduled game.

c) Out of town tournaments or exhibition games should ideally be scheduled prior to the
establishment of the regular League schedule, so that scheduling can be adjusted to accommodate

them.

Travel Permits

When do | need a travel permit?

A travel permit is needed for all practice games with out of town teams that are not registered with
Missouri Hockey and all tournaments not being held in the St. Louis area. This includes tournament and
practice games which are played during the same trip as a league game.

Is there a form | should use to request a travel pe  rmit?

There is no official form but there is a sample of one on the Missouri Hockey website.
Missouri Hockey requires teams traveling out of the immediate St. Louis area to obtain a
travel permit from the Missouri Hockey registrar. Travel permits are required for all
tournaments, practice games, and friendship games. Travel permits are not required for
Missouri Hockey League games. Travel permit is required when a team participates in a
tournament or practice games and league game during the same trip.

FAILURE TO OBTAIN A TRAVEL PERMIT WILL RESULT IN $1 00 FEE PER INCIDENT
and the possibility of additional Rules and Discipl ine action.

What types of award patches are available?
USA Hockey has three award patches available for youth players

1. Shut Out (allowed no goals in one game)
2. Hat Trick (3 goals in one game)
3. Play Maker (3 assists in one game)

Who is eligible to earn these patches?
All registered youth hockey players playing in a league game or in a tournament.

How many patches can a player earn during a year?
One of each.

How do | get the patches?
Save a copy of the score sheet for the game that the patch was earned. At the end of the
season send this copy to Mo Hockey, 11648 Gravois Road, Suite 110, St Louis, MO 63126.

When should | send the copies to Mo Hockey?
Send them at the end of the season but allow enough time to get the awards before your end
Of the season banquet.

Can | earn patches during the spring and summer lea  gues?

Normally, USA Hockey only gives awards for the regular season (September through
February), but Missouri Hockey has some award patches left over from the years past. They
have decided that they will give out these patches for the Spring/Summer teams until they
are gone. This is new beginning with the Spring 04 season.

Can any team apply for these Spring/Summer patches?

The teams must be registered with Missouri Hockey to apply for award patches. You can
check on the Missouri Hockey web site to see if your team is registered. Click on Registered
Tournaments and Teams. This will give you a list of the teams that have completed their
paperwork and send it to Debbie Hellwig, the Central District Associate Registrar.

Is there a time limit on when the patches can be or  dered?

Yes, they must be ordered before the beginning of the next regular hockey season. For
example all patches will need to be ordered by September 2010 for all regular season 09-10
games and all 2010 spring and summer games.
