*Basic Ice Fees – do not cover your teams fees (tournaments, additional ice purchases, practice games referee expenses, other team expenses), jersey and/or socks purchases, USA Hockey IMR Fee.
On-Line Registrations are currently open.  Go to www.lightninghockey.org and click on the register button to sign up for the 2011-2012 season.
 Mite ADM and Mite AA
For the 2011 – 2012 season, MO Hockey and TBL has adopted the USA Hockey ADM Model for 8 and Under Hockey, with the exception that local clubs can field a single Mite AA team for one final season.  TBL will hold evaluations, with the intention of fielding a Mite AA team, in August.  Dates and Times for the Mite AA evaluations can be found on our web site.  All players from the 2003 and 2004 birth years are eligible to try out of the Mite AA team.  If you don’t wish to play on the Mite AA team, you do not need to attend the August Evaluations.
There have been questions asked about the Mite AA Evaluations this season, and we hope this answers your questions:

· August Evaluations for Mite AA (mainly 2003 and 2004 birth years)
· All players wishing to try out for the Mite AA team will need to attend evaluations in August

· Players will be broken into groups for the skills evaluation session (be prepared to skate either the first or second half of the evaluation session)

· Full Ice Scrimmages will be conducted on a call back basis as posted on the TBL Web Site
· Players may be called back to one or both scrimmage session

· Players may be removed from the ice early during one or both scrimmage sessions

· If you do not wish to be considered for the Mite AA team you need not attend the August Evaluations
· Players not selected for or that did not try out for Mite AA, will be assigned to the Mite ADM Program.  This program will focus on the skill and player development in a fun and educational environment.

· Ice times and team placement will occur during the months of September.

· Players in the Mite ADM Program will be placed in one of three skill levels (Red, White or Blue) 

· All Mite ADM practices will be held on the same day of the week and time

· Teams will play half ice and/or cross ice games against other Mite ADM Programs in Mo Hockey through out the season in weekend Jamborees’ 

Evaluation Process Mite AA, Squirt, Peewee and Bantam
Evaluations for the 2011 – 2012 TBL teams will begin on August 13, 2011 and conclude on August 25, 2011.

· Skills Night (Out Skaters Only)
· All Divisions will be split into multiple groups with different starting and ending times (see web site for dates)  
· Players registered by August 10, 2011 will be assigned to a specific group and be informed of their ice time.
· Players that have not registered by August 11, 2011 will be split between all the groups to make the numbers even (if you have not registered you need to be at the rink and prepared to skate in the first group, but might not skate until the last group in your age division)
· Full Ice Scrimmages
· All Players will be required to participate in the full ice scrimmage portion of the evaluations that they are called back to attend.
· Player’s numbers that were assigned during the check-in process will be posted on the TBL web site instructing the players on what date and time to return for full ice scrimmages.
· Players should be prepared to skate in all the full ice scrimmages as outlined in the Evaluation Schedule, but may be removed from the ice at any time during the full ice scrimmages or not called back to a specific scrimmage to allow the evaluators to get the best look possible at all players. 
· Goaltenders
· Goaltenders are required to attend the goalie only skill evaluations on August 15th.  They do not attend the out skater skill sessions on August 13th and 14th
· All Goaltenders should attend all Full Ice Scrimmages in their age group
· 2011 – 2012 Teams
· All Players should receive a phone call from their teams head coach within 72 hours of the final evaluation in their division
· Team Practices will begin on September 6th, teams will skate a limited number of times during the months of September and early October up until the date that The Granite City Ice Rink and Florissant Civic Center open for the season.
