Varsity Lettering Criteria
All athletes chosen for varsity will receive a varsity letter for the sport of volleyball pending they follow the guidelines shown below:

· be selected by the varsity head coach to be a member of the varsity team.
· miss no practices without an approved, excused absence as deemed by varsity head coach.
· miss no matches or tournaments without an approved, excused absence as deemed by varsity head coach.
· remain academically eligible for entire volleyball season.
Any athletes who are moved from a B or JV team to the varsity team and remain on varsity from that point forward shall also receive a varsity letter for the sport of volleyball pending they too have followed the above guidelines. This shall be done at coach’s discretion and is not guaranteed as we may move athletes from team to team as needed without the reward of a varsity letter.

NOTE:  We, the volleyball coaching staff, take the placing of athletes on varsity and the issuing of varsity letters very serious. We conduct strict and strenuous intramurals and tryout periods and as a staff, only select the best athletes regardless of grade level, to be on the varsity team.  Teamwork and team unity are our guiding forces in this program.  We must have your commitment and dedication. The rule is, “If you believe you are important to this team and this program, and as a varsity athlete you should know you are; then you will be here for us and we will be there for you in return!”
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
