Borrowing Players:

TMSFC encourages coaches to cooperate with each other in instances where a player requests to be loaned to another team, or a coach request to borrow players, for a league game, or for a tournament. The "league loan player policy" is in existence in order to insure all scheduled games are played, whereby without loan players a team may choose to cancel a game. (Please see www.pcjsl.com, rules section, for the full league policy.)
In instances whereby a team is attending a tournament, is " highly recommended" coaches release a loan player to the tournament team, specifically if there is minimal effect on the releasing team. (You have 15 players, and 1(one) player asks to go to a tournament with another team.) However, when both teams are in a tournament the same weekend, it would be inappropriate for a player to be loaned to another team in the same tournament. Coaches are encouraged to respect each other, their teams, and the "game." Remember, part of coaching is teaching (not just the player, but also the parents) and teaching that your first commitment is to your team is part of that instruction. 

Coaches should communicate with each other regarding "loan players." Although, as many of the children and parents know each other within the soccer community, we are not naive and understand sometimes protocols is not followed, and direct communication may result. However it is the intent of our club, and considering coaching ethics, for the coaches to communicate with each other before contacting parents about their children.
